At The 
Stax Museum of American Soul Music, consider the indelible 
impact of blues on the Civil Rights Movement with Jeff 
Kolath, director of the museum.

•	 NPCA Campaigns: With NPCA experts and partners, visit 
sites associated with the tragic murder of Emmett Till and 
with his mother Mamie Till-Mobley’s work for justice after her 
son’s death. Also, learn about NPCA’s role in the landmark 
establishment of the Emmett Till and Mamie Till-Mobley 
National Monument.
